The adhesion promoter can be used on a whole variety of metals using the traditional method of 

phosphoric acid, which reacts after application on the metal with oxygen. Please note that our Series 10-MET 

does contain phosphoric acid and certain precautions like wearing safety goggles and rubber gloves are neces-

sary when handling the Primer. The adhesion promoter can be applied by spreading it evenly on the metal using 

a cloth or sponge. After an exposure time of 3-4 hours the remaining coating is taken away with a clean and 

dry cloth or under cold water. After that the surface is ready for printing.
